He
volunteers annually for Camp Kemo, a summer camp for children with cancer
and at the annual Christmas party put on the men's and women's basketball
team. He served as a Boys and Girls Club volunteer at special events and is a
volunteer sports camp counselor for a summer program serving youth of
Columbia.

A player will be highlighted on the Raycom Sports broadcasts and in the
SEC release each week as the SEC Community Service Team “Player of the
Week” for his accomplishments in the community and in the classroom. This will
mark the 10th year for the SEC Community Service Team for men’s basketball
as well as for women’s basketball. The SEC began this concept with a football
Community Service Team in 1994.

The 2008 Southeastern Conference Men's
Basketball Tournament will be held in a familiar set-
ting as the Georgia Dome in Atlanta, Ga. again plays
host to this event.  The Georgia Dome, a world-class
facility with basketball seating configuration of
26,000, serves as the site of the 12-team tournament
for the eighth time in 11 years and the ninth time
overall in league history.  The SEC Tournament has
been held at the Georgia Dome in 1995, 1998, 1999, 2000, 2002, 2004,
2005 and 2007 as well as the NCAA Tournament Final Four in 2002 and
2007. The 2008 event will mark the 12th time Atlanta has played host to the
SEC Men's Basketball Tournament (1933, 1934, 1987, 1995, 1998, 1999,
2000, 2002, 2004, 2005, 2007).

The winner of the 11-game tournament receives the SEC's automatic bid to
the NCAA Tournament. The tournament seeds, conference championship and
division titles are determined by the 16-game conference schedule during the
regular season. Teams are seeded by their divisional finish and features Eastern
Division-Western Division matchups in every game should the higher seed win
each contest.

Atlanta served as host of the inaugural SEC Tournament played following
the 1932-33 season and did so again after the 1933-34 season. The event was
held every year through 1952, with the exception of 1935.  After a 26-year lay-
off (1953-78), the tournament was renewed in 1979. The 2008 tournament will
be the 49th in league history and the 30th since the renewal.

The SEC has shown extraordinary balance in the tournament, evidenced by
the fact that a different school won the first seven titles after the renewal. The
event has helped set the stage for SEC teams in the NCAA Tournament, as 22
of the last 28 tournament champions have advanced to at least the Sweet 16
with five of the last 12 going on to win the national championship. Since the
renewal in 1979, the SEC Tournament Champion has failed to win at least one
NCAA Tournament game only three times.

Kentucky leads the league with 25 SEC Tournament titles. Alabama is sec-
ond with six, while Tennessee ranks third with four, Florida three and Mississippi
State has two championship trophies. Arkansas, Auburn, Georgia, LSU, Ole
Miss, Vanderbilt and former league member Georgia Tech have each won one
SEC Tournament championship.

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ALABAMA CRIMSON TIDE (11-8, 0-4)
The University of Alabama, 11-8, 0-4, has an open
date at mid-week this week so it has a week in
between games before it returns to play on Saturday,
January 26 at 2 p.m. when it hosts cross-state rival
Auburn. That game is a sell-out…junior forward

Richard Hendrix continues to lead the Crimson Tide and be an impact play-
er in the SEC and nationally. Hendrix ranks 11th in the NCAA in rebounds.
He goes into the Auburn game Saturday averaging 19.3 points and 10.3
rebounds. He’s had 10 double-doubles this season, three of those in SEC
play, and is now at 30 double-doubles for his UA career. He’s shooting
.639% from the field (147-230) and ranks 37th all-time in scoring at
Alabama with 1,126 career points in 82 games (13.7 career ppg) and
ranks 18th all-time in rebounding with 721 career rebounds for a 8.8
career average… 

ARKANSAS RAZORBACKS (13-5, 2-2)
Over the last two games, senior center Steven Hill is
averaging 12.0 points while making 10-of-15 shots,
66.7 percent…Senior forward Charles Thomas has
made 50 percent of his shots or better in eight of the
last 11 games. He was 6-of-11 for 13 points at

Georgia…Sophomore guard Patrick Beverley was held to five rebounds at
Georgia, his lowest total in five games. In the previous four games, he was
averaging 7.3 rebounds. Through four SEC games, he’s averaging 9.3
points and a team-high 9.5 boards…The Razorbacks are off until Saturday
when the travel to Baton Rouge, La., to face LSU. Arkansas leads the all-
time series 26-18. Five of the last six meetings have been decided by five
points or less with one of those going to overtime.

AUBURN TIGERS (11-5, 2-2)
This is the first meeting between Auburn and
Presbyterian College. Auburn is averaging 11.86
turnovers (83) over its last seven games after commit-
ting 18.22 turnovers over its first nine games. The
Tigers have had 15 or more turnovers only once in the

last seven in contrast to committing 15 or more in eight of the first nine
games, including four games of 20 or more turnovers. In the last seven
games, the Tigers have a +4.24 turnover ratio as they have forced 16.1
turnovers per game (113). Auburn has won two-straight games by winning
at LSU and defeating No. 15 Ole Miss.  Frank Tolbert has scored in dou-
ble figures six straight games after going five straight games in single dig-
its.  He averaged only 6.8 points prior to the last six games. In this six-game
span, the River Falls, Ala., native is averaging 16.3 points and 6.3
rebounds while shooing 47 percent (9-of-19) from 3-point range. He tied
a career-high with 29 points in Auburn's upset of No. 15 Ole Miss Jan. 19
while going 9-of-11 from the field, including 2-of-2 from 3-point range.
He became the 29th member of Auburn's 1,000 point club. DeWayne
Reed has recorded back-to-back career-highs in points in wins at LSU Jan.
16 and vs. No. 15 Ole Miss Jan. 19. He is averaging 20.5 points, 5.5
assists, 3.5 rebounds and 3.0 steals in Auburn's last two games while
shooting 61 percent (14-of-23) from the field and 62 percent (8-of-13)
from 3-point range.  He did all of this by playing all but five minutes of the
two games for the undermanned Tigers. The Houston, Texas, native scored
a career-high 20 points on 7-of-10 shooting from the field, including 4-of-
6 from 3-point range, in Auburn's 74-67 victory at LSU. He then totaled a
new career-high 21 points, six assists, four rebounds and three steals in the
Tigers' 80-77 victory over No. 15 Ole Miss.  Playing all 40 minutes, he
made 7-of-13 shots from the field and 4-of-7 from 3-point range. Since
being sidelined with a broken right hand for four games (Dec. 15-29),
sophomore Lucas Hargrove has averaged 10.4 points and 4.4 rebounds
in his last five games. The Pontiac, S.C., native is shooting 59 percent (10-
of-17) from 3-point range in the five-game stretch. Quantez Robertson
leads the SEC with 37.6 minutes played per game edging out teammate
DeWayne Reed, who is fourth in the league with 34.5.  Robertson has
played 37 minutes or more in 12 of 16 games this season.

FLORIDA GATORS (16-3, 3-1)
The University of Florida men's basketball moved to
16-3 on the year and 3-1 in league play with an 81-
70 overtime victory over Kentucky...It was the Gators'
first home overtime win since Feb. 4, 1998...It gave
the Gators seven consecutive wins over Kentucky, only

the second team to ever do so, joining Notre Dame, and making them the
first SEC team to do so...Nick Calathes scored 13 of his game-high 24
points in overtime and dished out eight assists and grabbed eight
rebounds...Calathes was 13-of-17 from the line on the night and 10-of-10
in overtime...Marreese Speights had 20 points, eight rebounds and four
blocked shots, while Walter Hodge had 10 points and a pair of critical
threes, one late in regulation and one in overtime...Florida held Kentucky
under its season average for points per game, the 16th time in 19 games
this year the Gators have done so...All five Gator starters are averaging in
double-figures scoring in SEC play lead by Calathes with 19.3 points per
game and 6.8 assists per contest...Florida returns to action on Wednesday
at South Carolina, the first of consecutive games (next Sunday vs.
Vanderbilt as well) vs. teams coming off of byes. 

GEORGIA BULLDOGS (11-5, 2-1)
Georgia defeated Arkansas Saturday night in Athens,
82-69. A solid all around effort by the Dogs made for
a 34-27 halftime lead, and Georgia was able to
maintain and control the tempo of the game until the
final whistle. Billy Humphrey was Georgia’s leading

scorer with 24 points on the evening, also adding three assists and three
steals. He was especially efficient with the opportunities he was given
tonight, converting four of six three pointers and making eight of nine free
throw attempts. Humphrey had a lot of help from his teammates, however.
Forward Terrance Woodbury added twelve points of his own and freshman
Jeremy Price had a big night as well, with 14 points and six rebounds com-
ing from the bruising center. Dave Bliss added eight points and six
rebounds. Arkansas scoring was led by Charles Thomas with thirteen
points, while Sonny Weems added twelve. Next up for the Bulldogs is
Tennessee on the road in Knoxville next Saturday, January 27. The game
tips at 7 PM EST and can be seen live on Fox Sports Net South. 

KENTUCKY WILDCATS (7-9, 1-2)
Ramel Bradley hit a game-tying three-pointer to send
the game into overtime, but Florida dominated the OT
period, coming away with a 81-70 victory over
Kentucky, Saturday night in Gainesville. The Wildcats
used the starting combination of Ramel Bradley, Joe

Crawford, Ramon Harris, Mark Coury, and Patrick Patterson for the third
straight game. UK extended its string of 660 consecutive games making a
three-pointer. Kentucky outscored Florida 14-9 in points off turnovers. It’s
the third straight game UK has outscored its opponents in that category.
The Wildcats recorded 20 second chance points, the most this season. For
the ninth time this season, Ramel Bradley (23), Joe Crawford (16) and
Patrick Patterson (15) all went for double-digits. Kentucky is 1-1 in overtime
games this season and 48-41 overall. Ramel Bradley has hit 14 of his last
14 free throws and has played every minute for the fourth straight game.
Bradley has scored 20+ points for the sixth straight game. He is the first
Wildcat to do so since Jamal Mashburn in the 1993 season.  Derrick
Jasper returned after missing the Mississippi State game due to a sprained
MCL to play 24 minutes. He tied his career high with 10 rebounds. He hit
on six of his eight three-point attempts this season. Perry Stevenson was
UK’s first player off the bench. It was his team-high fifth time as the first
Wildcat off the bench. He fouled out for the third time this season. Jodie
Meeks returned after missing the last two games due to a hip flexor to play
25 minutes. Kentucky returns home on Tuesday to host the Tennessee
Volunteers in a 9:00 p.m. game televised nationally on ESPN. It will be
UK’s third straight ESPN Primetime 9:00 p.m. game.

LSU TIGERS (7-11, 0-4)
Marcus Thornton scored 27 points, but it wasn't
enough to stop 16th-ranked Vanderbilt on Saturday as
the Commodores defeated the Tigers men's basketball
team, 92-76, at Memorial Gym. Anthony Randolph
added 14 points and 19 rebounds. Vanderbilt, sixth in

the nation in 3-point shooting percentage entering the game at 42.3 per-
cent, made eight of its first 14 from long range. LSU was only 4-of-13 for
the game. Beginning at the 9:25 mark of the first half, Vanderbilt reeled off
a 20-4 run, turning a 24-23 deficit into a 43-28 lead. Vanderbilt blew the
game open at the start the second half. Foster and Gordon swished two 3-
pointers each in the first 3:28, pushing the lead to 57-41. Alex Gordon
and Shan Foster both scored 18 points and No. 16 Vanderbilt snapped a
two-game losing streak with the victory over LSU. LSU next hosts Arkansas
on Saturday at 8:00 p.m. CT.  The game will be televised on ESPN Classic.

OLE MISS REBELS (15-2, 2-2)
Ole Miss improved to 15-1 overall and 2-1 in league
play after an 89-87 victory over defending national
champion Florida in Oxford on Wednesday, the
Rebels’ first win over the Gators since 2002. They ran
into a tough Auburn squad on Saturday, however, and

dropped an 80-77 decision on the Plains to fall to 15-2 and 2-2. The
Rebels failed to match the best start in school history of 16-1 set by the
1925-26 squad. A win on Saturday at Mississippi State would equal that
team’s record of 16-2, though, which is the best start in school history
through 18 games, also achieved by the 1936-37 cagers. Ole Miss is 0-2
in its first two league road games after going 1-7 in such contests a year
ago. At home, Ole Miss is 25-1 overall and 9-1 in SEC games since Andy
Kennedy took over the reins last season. Freshmen have been stepping up
all season for the Rebels, and this week was no different. Guard Trevor
Gaskins scored 19 points, including several key buckets down the stretch,
in the win over Florida. Chris Warren had his lowest scoring output of the
season with eight points against the Gators, but dished out a career-high
tying 10 assists with just two turnovers. He followed that up with a career-
high 25 points and Rebel freshman record-tying seven three-pointers at
Auburn. Warren has topped his career high in points in each of the Rebels’
two road SEC games (24 at Tennessee). Saturday’s game in Starkville pits
in-state rivals who also happen to be the top two teams in the Western
Division standings and who split the SEC West title a year ago.

MISSISSIPPI STATE BULLDOGS (13-5, 4-0)
After taking the midweek off from competition, the
SEC West-leading Bulldogs will play host to Ole Miss
Saturday looking to extend their eight-game overall
winning streak and four-game SEC win string...
Currently with their longest overall win streak since

2004-05, the Bulldogs have now had eight streaks of eight or more con-
secutive victories during the Rick Stansbury era (since 1998-99)... MState's
4-0 mark in league play marks the school's best start in conference action
since the 1993-94 MSU club opened 5-0 against SEC competition... The
Bulldogs have also claimed six straight SEC home victories dating back to
last February, including this year's home triumphs over SEC East foes
Georgia and Kentucky... With a 14-5 career record against rival Ole Miss,
including a perfect 9-0 mark in Starkville meetings, 10th-year MSU head
coach Rick Stansbury owns more victories over the Rebels than against any
other opponent... The Bulldogs have prevailed in 10 of the last 12 State-
Ole Miss overall hardwood meetings dating back to 2001-02... In
Starkville meetings, MSU owns a current nine-game series home win streak
over the Rebels, while also having won 13 of the last 14 Starkville encoun-
ters over Ole Miss and 22 of the last 24 contests held at Humphrey
Coliseum... The Bulldogs hit a season-high 12 three-point field goals (in
26 attempts) in Saturday's 10-point victory at Alabama... Entering the week
with a career record of 198-109, Stansbury - MSU's all-time winningest
basketball coach - is bidding to become the 20th member of the SEC's
200-win club.

SOUTH CAROLINA GAMECOCKS (9-8, 1-2)
Devan Downey scored 28 points, including a tough
fade away from about 6 feet with 23.7 seconds
remaining in South Carolina's 70-66 win over
Arkansas on Wednesday night. Downey also added six
steals to help the Gamecocks withstand a big second

half by Arkansas' Sonny Weems. South Carolina avenged a 30-point loss
to the Razorbacks in last season's SEC Tournament. Arkansas trailed by as
many as eight in the second half but rallied to tie it, thanks largely to
Weems. The senior swingman scored 21 of his 28 points after halftime.
With South Carolina up by 2, the 5-foot-9 Downey drove past Patrick
Beverley on the perimeter, then pulled up for a difficult fade away to make
it 68-64. Weems scored with 11.8 seconds remaining, but Downey made
a pair of free throws with 9.5 seconds to play for the final margin. Arkansas
trailed 33-30 at halftime. Downey played all 40 minutes and went 9-of-18
from the field. He also had four assists.

TENNESSEE VOLUNTEERS (16-1, 3-0)
Tennessee and Kentucky will meet for the 204th time
when the Vols travel to Lexington, Ky., to meet the
Wildcats on ESPN’s Super Tuesday, Jan. 22. The UT-
UK rivalry is the second-most played rivalry in SEC his-
tory. Only Ole Miss and Mississippi State (235 meet-

ings) have played more often. The Vols improved to 16-1 on the season
with a 74-69 victory over Ohio State Saturday in Knoxville. JaJuan Smith
led the Vols with 15 points to go with six rebounds and three steals. Ramar
Smith came off the bench to add 12 points, six rebounds and six assists.
Tennessee’s bench outscored OSU’s 26-0. UT is 3-0 in SEC play for the
first time since 2000-01. The Vols have not opened league play with four
consecutive wins since the 1981-82 campaign. The Vols own an 11-game
winning streak that includes five wins that have come on either their oppo-
nents’ homecourt or a semi-neutral court. This is Tennessee’s first 11-game
winning streak since the start of the 1999-2000 season. UT has not had a
12-game winning streak since 1976-77. Tennessee has opened the year
with a 16-1 record for the second time in school history. The only other time
was in 2000-01. UT has never opened a season with a 17-1 record. Chris
Lofton needs five treys to break the SEC career record for 3-pointers. The
Maysville, Ky., native has made 362 triples during his career. Only
Arkansas’ Pat Bradley (366 from 1995-99) has made more shots from
beyond the arc. Tennessee will be playing its third game in six days on
Tuesday. UT opened the stretch with an 80-60 win over Vanderbilt on Jan.
17 and then followed that with a 74-69 win over Ohio State on Jan. 19.
UT leads the SEC in scoring (85.6 ppg), assists (20.24 apg), steals (11.35
spg), turnover margin (+8.47), assist-turnover ratio (1.64), 3-point field
goals made (9.53 3pg) and 3-point field goal defense (.289). JaJuan
Smith’s 14.8 points leads a balanced Tennessee scoring attack that features
six players averaging seven or more points per game. He is averaging 16.7
points and 6.7 rebounds in SEC play.

VANDERBILT COMMODORES (17-2, 2-2)
Alex Gordon and Shan Foster both scored 18 points
to spark a 92-76 Vanderbilt victory over LSU. Foster,
Vanderbilt's best outside shooter, made only one of 11
3-point attempts Thursday at No. 6 Tennessee. He hit
four of his first five shots from long distance Saturday.

Gordon also made four 3s. The Commodores were 9-for-19 from 3-point
range and shot 49.2 percent overall from the field. Ross Neltner added 16
points for the Commodores, while Jermaine Beal had 10 points and nine
assists. Vanderbilt blew the game open at the start the second half. Foster
and Gordon swished two 3-pointers each in the first 3:28, pushing the lead
to 57-41. The Commodores led by no less than 16 points the rest of the
way and pushed the lead to 23 with 4:47 remaining on a 3-pointer by
Gordon. Vanderbilt, sixth in the nation in 3-point shooting percentage
entering the game at 42.3 percent, made eight of its first 14 from long
range. Beginning at the 9:25 mark of the first half, Vanderbilt reeled off a
20-4 run, turning a 24-23 deficit into a 43-28 lead for good.
