The latest edi-
tion of Mer-
cedes-Benz’s 
base model 
copies many of 
the styling cues 
displayed by its 
more prestigious 
S-Class sibling, 
which can only 

help it on the salesroom fl oor. For 
example, the roomier cabin affords a 
bit more wiggle room, which was an 
oft-heard complaint on the previous 
car. The front door openings have 
also been made wider, the design of 

the rear seat cushions revised 
for easier entry/exit and the 
trunk is now slightly larger. 
The C300 Luxury and Sport 
models come with a 228-horsepower 
3.0-liter V6, while the C350 gets a 
268-horsepower 3.5-liter V6. Both 
powerplants are essentially carry-
overs from the ’07 C-Class and are 
geared to deliver the bulk of their 
torque at low engine revs. The C300 
Sport is equipped with a six-speed 
manual transmission, while a seven-
speed automatic is standard on the 
C300 Luxury and C350 Sport. Ei-
ther C300 model can be fi tted with 

M-B’s 4MATIC four-wheel-drive set-
up. The base C300 Luxury includes 
dual-zone climate control, eight-way 
power front seats, eight-speaker 
100-watt audio system, and a power 
sunroof. The Sport version adds a 
tightly sprung suspension, trunk-lid 
spoiler, special wheels and front, side 
and rear body cladding from AMG, 
which is Mercedes-Benz’s in-house 
“tuner” division. Also added is a 
unique grille with a giant M-B star 
logo mounted right smack in the 

middle. The top-end C350 adds rain-
sensing wipers, heated front seats, 
auto-dimming mirrors, garage-door 
opener and satellite radio. Leather 
seats, panorama sunroof, premium 
audio package and 18-inch rims for 
Sport models are optional. A high-
performance C63 AMG, coming 
later in the model year, features a 
451-horsepower 6.3-liter V8 operat-
ing through a paddle-shifted seven-
speed automatic transmission.

In case you’re wondering who sets 
the bar for luxury and technology 
and just how high that bar is, you’ve 
come to the right place.  The S-Class, 
which was all new for the 2007 model 
year, is longer than the old model, 
wider, taller, offers more base power, 

new, and improved, technical gizmos. 
If all eyes are on the S-Class, it’s 
because it’s a hotbed of activity for 
hot-shot engineers. A three-position 
shifter (forward, backward and park) 
is combined with manual controls on 
the steering wheel; the Presafe system, 

which preps the cabin for a crash is 
improved (the windows now roll up 
and special seat cushions infl ate to 
provide more lateral support). But 
wait, there’s more…in fact, we’re just 
getting going. The cruise control 
system which keeps a safe following 

distance, works at all speeds. The idea 
is to have the system help you out at 
all times, even in stop-and-go traf-
fi c where you would normally never 
think of using cruise control. Can you 
say autopilot? There’s also an avail-
able infrared night-vision system that 

extends the driver’s fi eld of vision to 
500 feet, not to mention an improved 
brake-assist feature that senses the 
closing distance to the vehicle in front 
of you and applies more pedal pres-
sure if you’re not trying hard enough. 
Under the hood is a double-over-
head-cam 5.5-liter V8 that makes 382 
horsepower. The S600 arrives with a 
510-horsepower 5.5-liter V12 fi tted 
with two turbochargers. The high-
performance—and that’s an under-
statement—S65 AMG is fi tted with 
a 6.0-liter twin turbocharged V12 
with a whopping 604 horsepower and 
738 lb-ft. of torque. New for 2008 is 
an S63 AMG model that serves up a 
518-horsepower 6.3-liter V8 backed 
by a seven-speed automatic trans-
mission. AMG is Mercedes-Benz’s 
in-house hot-rod department. So, why 
does Mercedes-Benz need two S-Class 
AMG models? Because the S-Class 
covers such a wide price range, the 
company can have two models with 
very little, if any, duplication. Men-
tioning leather seats and climate con-
trol in the same breath as the S-Class 
is stating the obvious, so we won’t.
