T
he uniforms have
changed. The weapons
are different. But the
face of the American

soldier remains the same.
It was that very face on the

cover of the New York Times
magazine that
caught the eye of
Cyma Rubin and
inspired her to cre-
ate “The Ameri-
can Soldier,” a dra-
matic exhibition of
photographs that
captures the
essence of Ameri-
can soldiering

throughout more than 150 years
beginning with the Civil War. 

The 116 enlarged photo-
graphs in this exhibition cover
America at war from the Civil

War, Spanish American War,
Boxer Rebellion, World War I,
World War II, Korea and Viet-
nam to the caves of Afghanistan
and streets of Baghdad.

“We started with the Civil
War because that’s when the
camera came on the battlefield,”
Rubin said. “I wanted to show
the American soldier soldiering,
and I also wanted to show the
work of the photographers and
how they meld themselves into
the life of the soldier.”

Rubin said the picture on the

Times magazine of a World War
II soldier taking a break on a
pile of blankets drew her in and
gave her the idea for the project.
That was in 1995, but she didn’t
actually start working on it until
three years later.

“Every project starts with a
concept, and the concept here
was to show the foot soldier liv-
ing the life,” she said. “I’ve al-
ways been interested in the mili-
tary, because I’ve always thought
they were doing such wonderful
things at such a huge price. I
wanted to show the soldiering
and also the humor, the cama-

raderie, the family and, of
course, the heroics. It’s totally
apolitical. It’s about humanity.
It’s about the people who are out
there fighting for us.”

Rubin said choosing the
pieces to include in the exhibi-
tion was a long and sometimes
difficult process.

“I looked at about 4,000 pho-
tos,” she said. “I needed materi-
als we could enlarge, and I

for aid

The Salvation Army will
begin accepting applications
for its Christmas Assistance
program Monday for families
that reside in Chesterfield, Dil-
lon, Darlington, Florence,
Marion and Marlboro coun-
ties. 

Applications will be taken
in person at 2210 Hoffmeyer
Road in Florence from 9 a.m.
and noon and 1 to 3 p.m. Appli-
cations will be accepted
through Friday. Late applica-
tions also will be taken, but as-
sistance is not guaranteed.

To be eligible to apply for
the program, you must bring a
picture identification card, a
Social Security card for your-
self and each person who lives
in your household, a birth cer-
tificate for children 12 and
younger and income and ex-
pense verification.

In 2008, the Florence chap-
ter provided food, toys and
clothing to 4,526 persons, 1,226
of whom were children.

“Last year we served over
700 families, some families
with five or six kids,” Program
Coordinator Maj.  Brenda
Grice said.

This year, Grice said she
expects even more applicants.

“I think what we’re going to
see is families that have never
needed help before (applying
for the program),” she said.

The Salvation Army pur-
chases toys and food for fami-
lies with money raised through
donations. It also re lies on

WASHINGTON — In a victory
for President Barack Obama, the
Democratic-controlled House nar-
rowly passed landmark health
care legislation Saturday night to
expand coverage to tens of mil-
lions who lack it and place tough

new restrictions on the insurance
industry. Republican opposition
was nearly unanimous.

The 220-215 vote cleared the way
for the Senate to begin debate on
the issue that has come to over-
shadow all others in Congress.

A triumphant Speaker Nancy
Pelosi likened the legislation to the
passage of Social Security in 1935

and Medicare 30 years later.
“It provides coverage for 96 per-

cent of Americans. It offers every-
one, regardless of health or in-
come, the peace of mind that
comes from knowing they will
have access to affordable health
care when they need it,” said Rep.
John Dingell, the 83-year-old
Michigan lawmaker who has in-

troduced national health insur-
ance in every Congress since suc-
ceeding his father in 1955.

In the runup to the vote, con-
servatives from the two political
parties joined forces to impose
tough new restrictions on abortion
coverage in insurance policies to
be sold to many individuals and
small groups. They prevailed on a

roll call of 240-194.
Ironically, that only solidified

support for the legislation, clear-
ing the way for conservative De-
mocrats to vote for it.

Senate Democratic leaders have
been working on a self-imposed
deadline for passing a compromise,
